An octave is a vibrational
relationship between two
notes on the music scale,
eight notes apart. In
astrology it is commonly
agreed that Mercury is the
lower octave of Uranus.
Both rule air signs and are
related to mental activities.
Mercury rules Gemini,
where it gathers data, and
Virgo, where it organizes
the data.
