VALENTINE’S DAY

AND THE

SEMISEXTILE

On February 14, 2004, at
4:14 p.m. in Hollywood,
Florida, Venus in Aries and
Mars in Taurus form an
exact semisextile at 7ø 18'.
      A semisextile occurs
when two planets are
separated by 30 (the lower
semisextile) or 330 (the
upper semisextile) degrees.
Venus is in an exact waning
semisextile or 330 degrees
from Mars.
     Bil Tierney in Dynamics
of Aspects Analysis says the
upper semisextile correlates
with the nature of Pisces,

Neptune, and the 12th
house. We have the ability to
draw from our inner soul to
be creative, imaginative and
mystical. The emphasis is on
altruism. Venus and Mars are
in mutual reception and in
detriment. The choice is to
rage against the opposing
energy or to blend the
energies in compassionate
concern and sacrifice of
personal desires.
     Venus in Aries. The
Sabian symbol is A woman’s
hat with streamers blown by
the east wind. Aries rules the
head and the east wind is
associated with spring and
Aries — a time of refreshing
rebirth. The decanate is Mars
and the dwad is Mercury.
The energy of Venus can
overpower a relationship by
forcing ideas and activities for
personal self-fulfillment on
others. Or she can use her
inner beauty to enjoy sharing
the excitement of a
relationship by blending her
desires with those of her
partner. Venus is the vision
and visionary who knows
how to bring harmony into a

relationship.
     Mars in Taurus. The
Sabian symbol is A sleigh
without snow. The sleigh is
temporarily without its
power to operate in its usual
manner. This is a symbol of
changing cycles. It may be
winter and waiting for the
next snowfall, or it may by
spring and will be at rest
until the next season. The
decanate is Venus and the
dwad is the Moon. The
energy of Mars is attracted to
beauty, possessions and
money. He can hold on to
these things by powerful
persistence at the expense of
a loving relationship. Or he
can learn to appreciate the
joy of sharing beautiful
things, feelings and spirit
with another. Mars has the
energy to manifest ideas into
practical reality when he
cooperates with people
around him.
     Robert Blaschke in
Sabian Aspect Orbs says an
exact waning semisextile
requires “participation in the
abundance of life by feeling
part of an interconnected

whole.” Use the virtue of
love to accomplish what the
soul has been visualizing.
     Venus and Mars sit at the
top of this chart. This a good
time to focus on how we can
bring unselfish love into our
lives as we relate to our
spouse, lover, children,
family and friends. Discover
how to take the fire of Mars
and Aries and the beauty of
Venus and Taurus and blend
them into a powerful energy
of love and light.
     Two things to look at in
your chart — where the
transiting semisextile occurs
and what the  relationship is
between your natal Venus
and Mars.
     While you are
contemplating these energies,
plan to take time on
February 14 to connect with
at least one other person in
your life — a romantic
candlelight dinner with a
significant other, a quiet
conversation with a close
friend, a joyous party with
children or a visit to a
confined person. Take
action to share love.
